Deaw Friends

By the time you read this letter we shall be about half way through Lent, and perhaps even
have reached Mothering or Refreshment Sunday, with its encouraging pointing to the joy
of Easter. But before that we allow ourselves to enter the wilderness, empty space that
Lent can become. It is really a — perhaps reassuringly - contained time in which we seek to
find the space in our lives and in ourselves to acknowledge and stand back from our own
emptiness, and allow God to speak to us from within it. Much of the time we're pretty busy
with the things of our daily lives, whatever they involve us in. Sometimes, though, and
especially if we have such a moment to take stock of our life, we may find ourselves
feeling a need — even perhaps a longing — for something more than the daily round.

Psalm 42 is one of my favourites within the book of Psalms, and it begins beautifully,
‘As the deer longs for the water brooks, / So longs my soul for you, O God.” We may not
feel that we can express such a desire for God as specifically as this. We may sometimes
just feel that life can be relentless, or dull, or disappointing. The poor psalmist too says of
himself that tears ‘have been my bread day and night’, and his soul is ‘full of heaviness’.
Nonetheless, somewhere within this inward emptiness and need, within that deep despair,
as the speaker looks back over their life, they remember the flooding waters of the river
Jordan and the slopes of Mount Hermon, and that image of tumbling, cavernous waters is
drawn on to express precisely that empty loneliness within that they experience. Yet as
they do so, the image also becomes one of reassurance, of communication and presence,
as of one natural wave with another: ‘Deep calls to deep in the thunder of your waterfalls.’
Within this apparently empty depth, the inexhaustible fullness and presence of God is
discovered, and rejoiced in.

As we are travelling through Lent as a community, we are reflecting on this emptiness
as it may present itself in the lives of refugees, and we shall be thinking about hospitality
as one way in which we may respond to such emptiness. You may already have attended
the talk about the work of Bristol Refugee Action, but do please join us for one or more of
the events in the first week of March; for example, the informal discussions on March 1°
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and 2", the concert in Holy Trinity, Community Cinema Film night, as well as for the Lent
Lunch a little later in March on 16", also in aid of the Lent project, Bristol Refugee Action.

After this, we move into Holy Week, and hope that we may welcome you to one of our
services then or at Easter. May you have a very happy Easter, when it comes.

Abbots Leigh Side Road Street Lights

Abbots Leigh Parish Council is responsible for the 25 street lights on the side roads in
Abbots Leigh. These are all mounted on electricity poles. The Parish council employs
a contractor SSE to ensuring that they work at all times, It pays the electricity costs
and pays for replacements when the lights get beyond repair. There are currently two
lights that need replacing.

The existing lights are at least 50 years old, using orange low pressure sodium
lamp fittings - the most economic at the time. The Parish Council have decided that it
is time to replace all the lights. There will be a saving of around £2,300 per year in
reduced electricity & maintenance costs, excluding replacement lights. This means
that costs of the new lamps will have been recovered in less than 7 years.

The new lighting will be Urbis Axia LED lighting, the same as that widely used
elsewhere in North Somerset on side roads. These lights have a cool white light
rather than the existing orange lights which will provide much better colour rendition
and facial recognition. They will be dimmed between the hours of 11 pm and 5 am.

Lt. Arthur Hadden MC of the 53™ Sikhs was killed in
action in Mesopotamia on 8" March near the city of Kut in modern day Iraq, probably
during the failed attempt to storm the Dujaila Redoubt which began that day. His body
was never found and his sacrifice is commemorated both on the Basra Memorial in Iraq
and on the War Memorial at Holy Trinity Church. He was 23 years old. Remember him.

LATEST PARKING UPDATE from the LWS WORKING PARTY February 2016
North Somerset Council (NSC) are preparing their application for decriminalising parking
enforcement, which they intend to submit in April. They are confident that civil parking
enforcement will be granted in October 2016, when they will assume the duties previously
carried out by the Police. However, putting the legislation in place, having the necessary
consultations and employing wardens will take further time. After this, a residents parking
zone, which is the objective, would be possible.

Meanwhile, the Volunteers on the Working Party have been in continual
communication with NSC officials and our Councillors. The aim being to find an acceptable
solution for use prior to a RPZ.

A great deal of thought and effort has been expended on both sides towards attaining
a result for the whole Leigh Woods triangle. There have been many meetings, walks with
NSC representatives around our roads, alternative plans discussed, data gathered on
legal implications, communication with Bristol City Council and a great deal of
correspondence. Photographic evidence has been submitted together with counts of
parked cars made on week days plus weekends and consideration given to outlines from
the Village Design Statement.

Dealings with the National Trust have resulted in notices, about parking and
conserving verges, being displayed on North Road. A change in details on their web site
was made so that traffic is directed to park in the Forestry Commission car park instead of
North Road. Unfortunately, these measures have not yet improved the dangerous parking
situation on North Road, particularly at weekends. The Working Party continues dialogue
with the NT about the restoration of the pavement by the entrance to Leigh Woods,
conservation of the verges and provision of adequate parking elsewhere.

Since the advent of further parking restrictions on The Downs, more vehicles are
parked here, some left indefinitely on our roads. There has also been an increase in
parking at weekends particularly near the Bridge due to its visitors, Clifton shoppers and
matches at the football stadium.

A new plan, which does not involve numerous double yellow lines and would more
easily lead towards a RPZ, is currently before Councillor ApRees, who is the Deputy
Leader of the Council with the portfolio for Highways. If it meets with his approval then a
definite proposal will be put out for consultation with Residents. The Working Party have
also requested a 20 mph speed limit throughout Leigh Woods.

Residents have different priorities and varying views according to the situation of their
home within the area. It is, therefore, proving difficult to resolve the parking issues to
everybody's satisfaction. There is a need to show willingness to compromise and to
display unity, otherwise we risk refusal by NSC to implement any scheme at all.

have been asked to pen a few lines about this as some newcomers to the village

might not be aware of its history. Situated opposite the church, it could be said to
be the centre of the village. Certainly it is used by many villagers and others. It is
used for diverse activities, the very popular fireworks event, the Festival of the Field,
and an annual service by the Salvation Army. Itis also the first part of a delightful
walk through to Leigh Woods, and has playground facilities much enjoyed by our
children.

But the School Field was nearly lost to us. The school was closed by Avon in
July 1986, and remained empty for a while. Then one day the Chairman of the
Parish Council told me that he had been asked by Avon if the village had any use for
it, as they had granted planning permission for two houses on the school site, and
were considering 6 or 8 on the field. He said he had told them the village had no use
for it “What would we do with a field?” he said. “Every-one has their own garden.”

| was horrified. It was the only opportunity we had for a communal space for the
village. | formed a small group of like-minded people, and we split the village
between us and approached everyone for their ideas and financial support to obtain
legal advice. We raised nearly £1,200! The Campaign to Protect Rural England
(CPRE) was extremely helpful. It was no small job to take on the County Council,
but we succeeded, and thank goodness we have the field for use today. North
Somerset own it, and the Parish Council has a 125 year peppercorn lease and
maintain it.
